·	 All artwork must be 300dpi at a minimum size of 4” x 5” (10cm x 12.7 cm), TIFF or EPS format.

·	 The publisher, Angela Patchell Books (APB), retains the right print your company name, client name, and other related information within the book, 
and in all marketing materials for promotional purposes.

·	 The publisher is not responsible for additional color-correcting of digital files.
